BayleyLewendonBack in America'

New Forest Golf Club'sJunior memberBayleyLewendonwas back in 
the USA for the second time in 2011to compete in their junior 
tournaments.  

On the 9th & 10th July 2011, Bayleyplayed inthe 36 hole Citrus Tour 
tournamentshooting two 83's and was third. He played well but just 
had a couple of bad holes on both days. The course wasn't ideal for his 
playas they tried to make it like a links coursebut with some rough on 
the fairways.During both roundshe hit great shots onto the fairways 
only to find he was penalised by the lies and rough on the fairway. In 
addition,he had to walk the course, pushhis trolley and had no caddy, 
so it was difficultcoping with this at a temperature of93 degrees. 
Despiteall these issueshe was still only 6 shotsoff the winner. 

On the 12th July,everyone witnessed probably Bayley'sgreatest ever 
18 holes. This wasat Falcons Fire in a US Kids event. He shot 3 birdies, 
3 bogeys and 12 twelve pars, coming in level par 72, over a 5,962 yard 
course. He won the event by one shot from ayoung ladwho has been 
9th in the World Championships. Bayley'sdad, Jeff, couldn't 
expresshow much he was impressed with both Bayleyand his caddy 
(that was Jeff by the way !!)

Bayleyat Falcons Fire, Orlando, Florida
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July 2011

Bayleyhas played in two more events sincecoming 3rd in the US Kids Tour Championship shooting an 81, 9 over 
par, around Orange Tree which is a particularly tricky course in Orlandoand he played with the winner who had 
played the course a lot. Bayleyhad never played it and it did make a difference. It is a private course and you 
cannot getto play onit). He lost out because he hit two shots from the tee OB off one of the tees, which was a 
blind tee shot - hence a quadruple bogey on the card is not going to help your score in an 18 hole event. Apart 
from that one mishapBayleyplayed very well and he was happy with his play. His followers were all delighted at 
the presentation because, although he only played in two events out of eight on the Summer Tour, he came fifth 
in the Merit Points Table from a field of 25 of the best junior golfers in Central Florida.

On 30th & 31st JulyBayleyplayed the Disney Magnolia (PGA Tour is there in October) in a Nike sponsored Citrus 
Junior Tour event and he won over 36 holes shooting 81 and 79 for a 14 over par 160 total. At least 5 of the field 
have qualified for the World Championships this week in Pinehurst and Bayleybeat them all. What a fabulous 
achievement! He was the overnight leader after the first days play and he started his second 18 like a rocket. 
After 8 holes he was 2 under par, shooting 6 pars and two birdies, finally hitting 35 for the front 9 holes. It looked 
as thoughhe was going to beat his par round score at Falcon's Fire. No caddies were allowed in this event though 
so no credit can go to his dad Jeff, this time around.With 9 holes to go he wasway ahead of the rest of the field 
on a very tricky course which was set up exactly the same as the Pro's play apart from being shorter in length.He 
decided to play conservative coming in so a record score was not going to be but he won $90 to spend on Nike 
equipment.Bayleywas overjoyed at this win, and of course the prize money.

To date on Bayley'scurrent tour of USA, he has achieved two wins and two third places in just four 
tournaments. Ivor Griffiths, NewForest Golf Club's Head of Marketing says "it's great to see one of our juniors 
doing so well, achieving some personal goals andpromoting the club at this level. Bayleyhas a the right mind-set 
for this level of competition and will, I am sure, continue to do well. We are all so proud of his efforts".
